GRANT - SCOPE OF SERVICES
JANUARY 18, 2023

Intfroduction
The City of Hoticon, Hoticon School District, and residents of Horicon have identified the need for an

additional pedestrian crossing over the Rock River south of the existing bridges. In particular, to provide a
safe pedestrian crossing near the school campus for children walking to and from school. The lack of such
bridge right now forces many pedestrians to use the existing railtoad bridge to cross the tiver between
Hubbard Street and Valley Street.

Additionally, a new safe pedestrian crossing in this area was identified and prioritized in both the 2020
Comprehensive Plan and the 2019 Horicon Safe Routes to School Plan. The City has coordinated with the
WisDNR and there may be a feasible alternative to utilize the existing dam in the area to facilitate a new
pedestrian crossing. However, design of dam safety improvements and pedestrian access on either side of the
dam is stll needed.

Under the long-standing WisDOT Transportation Altematives Program (TAP), thete is a new program this
year for rural areas of less than 5,000 residents. The TAP for Rural Schools grant is an opportunity to design
infrastructure to assist in the implementation of Safe Routes to School Plans. The idea would be to apply for
this grant to work with the WisDNR, WisDOT, School District, and othets local partners on the planning
and design of needed dam and access improvements. Then, with that analysis, pursue construction of the
project. Implementation of the planning and design project could be funded through future construction
grants in proceeding grant cycles, a cost shating agreement between the various entities, or some other yet to
be determined funding mechanism. The grant award would also explore these options in more depth.

The proposed Scope of Services includes all tasks Vandewalle & Associates will complete in the grant
application process. All work will be completed on a time and materials basis for a total cost not to exceed
$7,600. The project will be completed on Match 24, 2023, the grant application deadline.



Work Elements

Task 1.1 - Data Collection and Research

Vandewalle & Associates will collect relevant data and reseatch key components of the grant application to
inform the Project Narrative and Demographic Data needed.

Task 1.2 - Draft Grant Application
Vandewalle & Associates will write, compile information, and develop the draft grant application for City and
School District review.

Task 1.3 - Final Grant Application
Vandewalle & Associates will complete any changes to the draft grant application following the review.

Task 1.4 - Project Coordination

Vandewalle & Associates will schedule, coordinate, and facilitate various meetings internally and with the
City, WisDOT, WisDNR, Kunkle Engineering, and School District throughout the development of the grant
application.

Task 1.5 - Grant Submission

Vandewalle & Associates will assist City staff in submitting all required elements of the grant application.
